  Candidates for the fellowship should

    1. hold a doctoral degree, which was conferred after January 2000 or will be conferred by February 28, 2005. 

1. contact a supervising faculty of research institutions and centers at CBNU in advance and receive an recommendation from him/her.
2. work as a full-time researcher at CBNU without any other occupation

▣ Terms of award

1. CBNU would provide a living allowance ranging from 1,300,000 to 2,000,000 Korean Won per month (equivalent to approximately US$1,200-1,800). The exact amount of allowance will be determined after the evaluation of your application materials. 

2. CBNU may offer a studio (on ‘first come, first served’ basis/ Vacancy of studio is not always guaranteed.)
▣ Application Periods : January 10, 2005 ~ January 28, 2005

▣ Application Procedures
Prepare application forms through discussion with prospective supervising faculty at CBNU, and submit it to the research institution or center along with 

1. Relevant attachment(s) (ex. Publications proofs)

2. Official certification of your doctoral degree.
▣ Commencement Time

You can start the program any time between March 1, 2005 and April 30, 2005. 
▣ Withdrawal of Award

We may withdraw the fellowship in the case of finding a false statement in the application documents, negligence during the fellowship year(s), any change of research subject without approval, or working in an unapproved position.
