1. Tuition Fee Payment

A. Payment Schedule and Location

- Schedule: February 2 (Mon) ~ 4 (Wed), 2009
- Location: Any branch office of the Jeonbuk Bank and the National Agricultural Cooperative Federation

B. Payment Bill Print-out
- Print out the bill from the internet

C. Payment

- Print out the bill through the internet and pay the fee to the organization mentioned above in person or through a representative in Korea.
* Sudents who are not able to pay the tuition fee due to not being in Korea can pay the fee during the following period after entering into Korea.

- Period: February 25 (Wed) ~ 27 (Fri), 2009
2. Course Registration

A. Successful applicants must sign up for classes after consulting with an assistant in the department office or the expecting supervising professor. 
B. Schedule: February 17 (Tues) ~ 20 (Fri), 2009
C. How to Register: Input the information directly through the on-line academic administration service called OASIS.

- How to log-on: Refer to No. 14.B on the page 4 about OASIS.
* Students who are not able to sign up for classes due to not being in Korea can register for classes during the following period after entering into Korea.

- Period: March 2 (Mon) ~ 6 (Fri), 2009
3. Documents to be Submitted
A. The following documents must be typed in at OASIS (http://oas.chonbuk.ac.kr) and printed. Print-outs then should be submitted to the department office.
B. Failure to input all documental information will result in the inability to sign-up for classes.
C. Documents to be submitted
- Two copies of the Registration & Personal Information form (Attach a photo to both copies.)

- Bank Account Application (Attach a photo and a copy of the Alien Registration Card.)

* This will also be used as the Student ID Application.
D. How to input the information

- Go to the website → Click “학생 LOGIN” → Click “학사정보” → Click “학적관리” → Click “학생학적보유-신상카드” → Input the personal information and click “저장” on the bottom → Click “학생학적보유-신상카드 인쇄” on the bottom → Click “학생증발급용 예금거래신청서 인쇄” on the bottom
4. Incomplete Payment or Registration 
A. Any successful applicant who does not complete the fee payment process by the due date will be dismissed from the university.
B. Any successful applicant who does not complete the course registration process by the due date will be dismissed from the university.
5. Opening of Courses: March 2 (Mon), 2009
6. Entrance Procedure after Admission 

A. The International Affairs Office will send the Certificate of Admission to each successful applicant.

B. Successful applicants must apply for a study visa (D-2) at the Korean Embassy in one’s home country.

C. Successful applicants will be able to enter into Korea after obtaining a study visa (D-2).
※ For Chinese who is initially entering into Korea Only
A. The International Affairs Office will send the Certificate of Admission to each successful applicant.

B. The International Affairs Office applies for the Recognition of Visa Issuance at the Jeonju Immigration Office. 

* It takes approximately 2 months to receive the results.
C. The International Affairs Office will send the Code of Recognition of Visa Issuance to each successful applicant via e-mail on the application after the Jeonju Immigration Office issues it.

D. Successful applicants must apply for a study visa (D-2) at the Korean Embassy in one’s home country with the Code of Recognition of Visa Issuance.
E. Successful applicants will be able to enter into Korea after obtaining a study visa (D-2).
7. Alien Registration
A. Successful applicants who initially enter into Korea must apply for the Alien Registration after paying the registration fees.
B. Requirements

• Application Form (form attached)

• Certificate of Admission (before the semester starts.) or Certificate of Enrollment (after the semester starts.)
 * Certificate of Enrollment will be issued at the Student Service Center as of March 2 (Mon), 2009.

• Fee: 10,000 Won

8. Extension of Sojourn Period
A. Successful applicants who are currently staying in Korea must apply for an extension of the sojourn period before the expiration date.

 * Certificate of Enrollment will be issued at the Student Service Center as of March 2 (Mon), 2009.

• In case of withdrawing from other university in Korea, a Certificate of Withdrawal must be submitted.
