enrolled in.)

The selection result will be informed to the applicant’s home university via email by June 23.

8. Payment Deadline of the Participation Fee
Along with the selection result, we will inform the payment method of the program fee. Please note
that the participant must complete the procedure for overseas remittance by June 30.
