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Inter-regional Alumni Mentoring Program
Goal:  The Inter-regional Alumni Mentoring Program aims to enhance career opportunities for Korean university students in regions outside of Seoul by helping them build their resumes and workplace skills through workshops and mentoring by Korean alumni of U.S. government-sponsored exchange programs.
Major activities: 
Day 1:  Skills-Building workshop, Mentoring session, and Site Visit 
The workshop will feature speaker from the U.S. Embassy in Seoul and senior alumni of U.S. government-sponsored exchange programs and a site visit to a local business. Senior alumni will also serve as mentors for the student participants of the workshop. The workshop, mentoring session, and site visit will focus on the areas of job creation, fostering an entrepreneurial spirit, and how students can strengthen their resumes and build career-enhancing skills.  
Day 2:  Community service project
The participants will work with their mentors on a community service project that will utilize the skills and practices discussed on Day 1. The project will support a sector of the local community that is important to the individual students and also provides a means to enhance relevant skills. 

Follow-up:  After the two-day workshop, senior alumni will hold at least two additional mentoring sessions with their mentees. There will also be a final awards ceremony for all participants who successfully complete the program.
