CHONBUK NATIONAL UNIVERSITY, Frst Half Year 2006

POST-DOCTORAL FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM
Chonbuk National University (CBNU) is cordially inviting recent Ph.D.s around the world to its post-doctoral program.

!. The Purpose of the Program

The purpose of the post-doctoral program is to increase the research activity at Chonbuk National University. 

2. The Number of Fellows

CBNU is recruiting approximately sixteen post-doctoral research fellows.

3. Research Fields

Engineering, Agriculture, Veterinary Science, Medical Science, Dentistry, Nurse Science, Natural Science, Social Science, Humanities. (A research should be feasible at CBNU.)

4. Qualifications
a. An applicant, domestic or international, is not eligible to apply if he/she received a doctoral degree before January 1, 2001.  An applicant who is scheduled to obtain the degree within six months from the day of the appointment, June 1th, 2006 may apply on condition that he/she will start working on the day he/she receives the degree. 
b. The applicant should be recommended by a faculty member at CBNU to supervise his/her research. 
c. The post-doctoral fellow should work as a full-time research fellow at CBNU without any other occupation, e.g. part-time lectureship.

5. Application Period 

May 1 ~  May 12,  2006

6. Application Procedure
An applicant fills out the application form in consultation with the prospective professor to work with, and submit it to the prospective research institute the applicant plans to be affiliated with. The research institute evaluates applications and submits them to International Affairs Office.

7. Research Institute

A post-doctoral fellow will work at a research institute of CBNU. 

8. Supporting Period

CBNU will support a post-doctoral fellow for one year. After the support is over, the fellow can apply for the post-doctoral fellowship for another year. But a fellow cannot receive the support for more than two years. 

9. Research Beginning Date

A research fellow begins to work at CBNU on a date between June 1 and August 31,  2006.

10 Qualifications of Supervising Professor

a. A supervising professor should be a full-time professor in good standing at CBNU, and should be affiliated with a research institute at CBNU.

b. An applicant’s Ph.D. dissertation advisor cannot serve as the applicant’s supervising professor. 

c. A supervising professor should not go abroad for more than six months during the research period.

d. A professor is not eligible to supervise a post-doctoral fellow, if he/she has the history of failing to publish a paper as required after receiving a fund from CBNU or it is evaluated in failure even though he/she. have published it. 

11. Things to note When Applying

a. A professor can supervise only one post-doctoral fellow.

b. When recommending an applicant, a prospective supervising professor should evaluate the applicant’s lingual ability, and should check whether the applicant gets paid regularly from an institute at the time of the application, and whether the applicant can begin research as planned.

c. When recommending an applicant, the director of the prospective research institute should check if a supervising professor will not go abroad for more than six months during the research period.

d. A research plan (subject, institute, and period) cannot be changed.

e. Applications are neither returned to individuals nor opened for the public after the selection process.

12. The Selection Process

Check for qualification at administrative level -> Check for qualification at expert level -> Comprehensive evaluation -> Select

If an applicant is already serving as a post-doctoral fellow and is applying for the fellowship, he/she goes through a process different with that of a first-time applicant.

13. Nature of Financial Support

CBNU pays 1,400,000 won a month to a post-doctoral fellow and a supervising professor pays 500,000 won a month to the fellow. 

14. Stop Funding

If a post-doctoral fellow stops his/her research before the end of research period, he/she should immediately submit a letter explaining why he/she stopped the research, and a report on the research result up to the date of quitting the research. Funding stops on the day when the fellow stops working and funding already gotten should be returned except a research cannot go on due to a physical or mental problem on the part of the fellow or he/she should submit a paper(dissertation) published on the SCI, SCIE(SSCI, AHCI) ) journal up to the date of quitting the research.

15. End of Research and Report on Research Result

a. At the end of research period, a research fellow has to submit a report on research result 

b. The fellow has to publish a paper in the SCI, SCIE(SSCI, AHCI) journal within two years after the research period. He/she should publish a paper with both his/her name and his/her supervisor’s name included on the paper. In any event, the fellow should make 100% publications, which means the following. 

 If the fellow is the main author, then his/her publication amounts to 2/(n+1)%.

 If the fellow is not  the main author, his/her publication amounts to 1/(n+1)%.
   ** n = number of co-authors except the supervising professor to registered on a paper as a joint author 
    
c. There has to be the following sentence on the paper. 

“This work was supported by the grant of Post-doc Program, Chonbuk National University (2006).

d. Two official copies of the paper should be submitted to International Affairs Office.

16. Application Submission

A. Required Documents

a. An applicant and a supervising professor work together to fill out the forms attached to this document.

b. An international applicant should prepare the following additional items:

Certificate of Doctoral Degree

A Photo (35mm x 45mm)

A Copy of Passport

A Chinese applicant should scan his/her household register of his/her whole family, and submit a color printout or a color copy of it.

B. Submission Method

a. A supervising professor evaluates all the documents and submit them to the director of the prospective research institute. 

b. The director of the research institute evaluates the documents and sends them to International Affairs Office.
