※ Chinese entering Korea for the first time
A. The International Affairs Office will send the Certificate of Admission to each successful applicant via mail.

B. The International Affairs Office applies for the Recognition of Visa Issuance at the Jeonju Immigration Office. 

* It takes more than 1 month to receive the results.
C. The International Affairs Office will send the Code of Recognition of Visa Issuance to each successful applicant via e-mail on the application after the Jeonju Immigration Office issues it.

D. Successful applicant must apply for a study visa (D-2 series) at the Korean Embassy in one’s home country with the Code of Recognition of Visa Issuance.
E. Successful applicant will be able to enter Korea after obtaining a study visa (D-2 series).
8. Alien Registration
A. Successful applicants entering Korea for the first time must come to the International Affairs Office and apply for the Alien Registration.

9. Extension of Sojourn Period (for D-2 series visa holders)
A. D-2 series visa holders currently staying in Korea must apply for an extension of the sojourn period before the expiration date.

14.  Procedure for Flight Arrangements

A. Please note that the new semester starts on March 2nd, 2012, and you are expected to arrive before classes begin. If you arrive before the day classes begin, the dormitories are available for use beginning March 1st. Please contact us if you would like to use the dormitories before the semester begins. 

B. You must schedule and book your own travel arrangements from your home to Inchon International Airport.
C. You must pay for the airplane ticket, and upon arriving on campus and submitting the receipt, we will reimburse the full amount of the airplane ticket. 

D. If you are unable to immediately pay for the ticket by yourself, please submit the itinerary outlining the expenses and we will book a ticket from here and send you. 

E. Please note that the cabin class must be “Economy” and you must select the most reasonably affordable flight option when making flight arrangements. You must also depart from the airport closest to your home address.
F. You are responsible for travel expenses from your home to the airport of departure.

15.  How to get to Chonbuk National University

- After arriving at Incheon International Airport, exit through gate No. 8 and purchase a bus ticket at the ticket counter. Cross the street and head towards bus stop 9C. Take the bus bound for Jeonju.

- Get on the Airport Limousine
• Route: Incheon International Airport → Gimpo Airport → Iksan IC → (Jeonju Train Station) → Jeonju Core Hotel
• Service Hour: 06:00~22:30  * Interval: every thirty minutes
• Bus Fare: 28,000 Won
• Travel time to Jeonju: approximately 4 hours
- After arriving at the "Jeonju Core Hotel", take a taxi to Chonbuk National University.
• Taxi Fare: approximately 5,000 Won
• Travel Time: approximately 15 minutes
- The students who applied for dormitory must first visit the dormitory superintendent’s office located in the basement of Chambit Hall #3 and receive a key card.
